Id like to give an update on the status of the Coats-4-Kids project to date.

As you know, we have had two milder winters in a row now, and demand for coats has been down
considerably. We have, however, been supplying underwear, socks, beanies, gloves and mittens.

All 3 public schools in town have a supply of coats on site totaling about 31 coats. We also have 7
coats stored at the sheriff’s office for use in any emergency that should arise (house fire, car
accident, etc.). Atthe beginning of April we had about 36 coats in sizes 5/6 through adult boys,
girls, men’s and women’s sizes.

We also received 4 large boxes with coats for boys and girls in sizes 5/6 - 11/12. | haven’t checked
inside yet, but looks like ~48 coats! They came from the Knights of Columbus, facilitated by Mr.
Maynard Bils of Saint Francis Catholic Church here in Thermopolis. | hand delivered a thank you
note to Saint Francis for Mr. Bils for his kind and generous contribution to the coats project on April
22m, Karen Palmer donated a total of 6 beanies as well.

Other Activity: On Wednesday, April 15, | borrowed the credit card from Cindy and went to the Cody
Walmart and purchased underwear totaling $83.83 (I paid the tax this time). |then delivered: two
10-packs of, size 6/7 and one 5-pack of size 4 boys’ briefs and for the girls: 10 packs each of sizes 4
,6, 8, 10, and 12 briefs. They were delivered to Brenna Huckfeld at the elementary school and some
of the larger sized will be transferred over to the middle school.

Also on April 15", | went over the Wyoming Big Horn Basin NW BOCES School for Boys and Girls and
delivered the following: Girl’s hipster briefs — 14 pk size 6, 14 pk size 8, and a 10 pk size 10. Boys’
briefs — 3 pk size 4, and 10 pk size 6/7. Also, | brought them 3 pairs of socks each for boys and girls.
They could use more in the fall, as we are low on socks, at this moment.

We began April 2026 with a balance of $575.09 and the current balance after the $83.83 spenton
underwear should be $491.26.
